              REPORT on One day medical camp

Through this camp, the people were aware of their blood pressure, sugar level, height and weight. They also had a general medical checkup for fever, cold, body pain and knee pain and also free medicines were provided to them. Finally, the camp ended by 3.00pm followed by an interaction session for the volunteers.

                  REPORT-DAY 1
The first day of the special camp (04-01-2012) started with a silent prayer for our reverend principal Dr.P.Govindarajan for 2 minutes. Then various instructions about the filling of survey forms and self-employment forms were given to the students. The survey started at 10:00a.m which included the collection of information about the children who have discontinued their studies, sanitary conditions of the village, the people’s interest towards the various self-employment programme and also the information about the activities during the whole seven days camp. About 250 survey forms and 24 self-employment forms were filled by our NSS volunteers.


The afternoon session started with a seminar at 2.30p.m. by Mr.Muthukrishnan, Assistant professor, Dept of Science, Sona College of Technology on the topic “Various Entrance Examinations”. Through this seminar the students gained awareness of various competitive exams related to higher studies and job. The seminar ended at 4:45p.m. 
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REPORT-DAY 2

On the second day of the camp (5.1.2012), we arrived at the campsite by 9.00 am. The NSS Volunteers worked along with the Indian Overseas Bank and 27 bank accounts were newly created for the people in Thalavaippatti.

Meanwhile competitions were conducted for the School Students in Thalavaippatti Primary School and prizes were also distributed to the students. In the same school, Computer Education was also conducted for them.
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REPORT- DAY 3

on the third day of the special camp (06.01.2012), we arrived at the campsite by 7:00a.m. The NSS Volunteers were given the instructions about the various activities throughout the day. A group of volunteers went on a survey for the Diabetes camp conducted by Gopi Hospital and Blood grouping camp by Maruthi blood bank. About 178 and 138 people were benefited by the diabetes and blood grouping camp respectively.

The afternoon session started with a seminar by Mr.PiyushManush, environmentalist, on the topic “CURRENT ISSUES” at 3:00p.m. whichaddJed valuable information to the students regarding the topic. Then the session ended by4:30p.m.
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REPORT-DAY 4

On the fourth day of the seven day special camp (07.01.2012), we arrived at the campsite by 6:45a.m. The NSS volunteers were instructed about the various activities scheduled for the day. A group of NSS volunteers went on a survey for the eye camp conducted by “Rishi NethralayaENT hospital” at Thalavaipatty and 225people were screened by 9 doctors and 6 technicians. Out of 225 people, 77 people will be undergoing a cataract operation on 29.01.2012.
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REPORT- DAY 5

On the fifth day of the special camp (08.01.2012), we arrived at the campsite by 6:30a.m. The NSS volunteers were given the instructions about the various activities scheduled for the day. The camp commJenced around 8:30a.m. 45 consultants from Gokulam Hospital (10 doctors and 35 lab technicians)arrived at the campsite by 9:00a.m.


Several tests like ECG, blood sugar and pressure level of people aged over 40 years were checked and they were given appropriate counselling and medications. Free medicines were provided to the people. At the end of the camp we found that totally 627 people were benefited by the camp.
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REPORT- DAY 6

On the sixth day of the NSS special camp(09.01.2012), we arrived at the campsite by 7.00 am. The NSS volunteers were then instructed about the various activities scheduled for the day. Meanwhile 40 models were exhibited in the Exhibition conducted for the primary school students of Thalavaipatty to create awareness about deforestation, child labour, pollution and scientific models were also presented to enrich the student’s knowledge.
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REPORT- DAY 7

On the seventh day of the special camp (10.01.2012), we arrived at the campsite around 7:00a.m. The students were given the instructions about the activities scheduled throughout the day.  A group of NSS volunteers went on a survey regarding the Veterinary camp at Thalavaippatty which started by 9:00a.m. Totally 134 cattles were medicated during the camp by Dr.Karthikeyan, B.V.Sc, Government hospital, Kollappatty.
